I. Оргмомент.

· And my question is to Mrs. Grace. You have said that the queen has mostly representative functions. Who rules the country in fact?

· And I’d like to know if there’s Parliament in America.

· Could you tell me about the executive branch of power in your countries? Etc.

Teacher: Do you have any more questions? Thank you very much, Mrs. Grace and Mr. Brown for the interview. Good bye.

You have 3 minutes at your disposal. 

“Home” groups. Now return to your “home” groups, please and discuss the political system of Russia.  10 minutes will be quiet enough.

· What political system does Russia belong to?

· Who is the head of state?

· What are his functions?

· Name the legislative branch of power, please.
· What is it responsible for?

· Name the executive branch of power.

· What does the federal Government do?

· Who can declare laws unconstitutional?
